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Huge cuts at Credit
Suisse, hints UBS CE

A prudent corporate
culture is at the
core, says Ermotti

CREDIT SUISSE GROUP may
be due for a“massive downsiz-
ing” of its investment banking
businesses afterits takeover by
UBS Group, Chief Executive
Officer Sergio Ermotti said in
an article. UBS went through
similar steps in Ermotti’s ear-
lier tenure,the CEOwroteinan
opinion piece in Swiss newspa-
per Tages-Anzeigeron Saturday.
He also said that the firm had
simplified its structure and
that a “prudent corporate cul-
ture”isat the core of everything
they do. “These strategic
adjustments, which we will
now also implement for Credit
Suisse, will reduce the risks of
the combined bank for Switzer-
land,” he added. The fusion of
the two financial giants is
underway after the takeover
was formally closed on Mon-
day,almost three months after
the Swiss government bro-
kered the $3 billion deal as
Credit Suisse headed for col-
lapse.UBS executivesincluding
Chairman Colm Kelleher have
made clear that remaining
Credit Suisse bankerswould be
putthrougha“culture filter”to

weed out undesirable practices
from the acquired bank.
Ermotti has declined to
comment on figures for poten-
tial job cuts, saying earlier this
month “that’s the toughest
part of the task,” though it’s
needed to reduce costs. He said
on Monday that about 10% of
Credit Suisse employees had
left the bank in the past few
months. “The task ahead is
demandingand takes time,and
difficult decisions must be
made,”hewrote on Saturday.“It
requires focus, humility and
open communication.” Ermotti
alsowrote that“the question of
what will happen to Credit
Suisse’s Swiss business war-
rants careful consideration.”
Originally, UBS planned to fully

integrate thelocal unitbutlater
backtracked,with Ermotti say-
ing thatall options were on the
table,including sale or spinoff.
UBS said it would make a deci-
sion in the third quarter of this
year. Touching on the political
debate which the takeover
spurred in Switzerland —
including a historic probe by
parliament — Ermotti wrote
that“whilethereareimportant
lessons to be learned from the
recent crisis, we should refrain
from quick fixes.”

He said that he supports a
“360-degree investigation”
into which parts of banking
regulation worked and which
didn’t, but added “confidence
and profitability cannot be
brought about by regulation.”

Pakistan
receives
$1 billion
from China

PRESS TRUST OF INDIA
Islamabad, June 17
CASH-STRAPPED PAKISTAN
HAS received $1 billion from
its close ally China to support
its critically low foreign
reserves amidst the uncer-
tainty to revive a stalled Inter-
national Monetary Fund loan.
The State Bank of Pakistan
(SBP) confirmed having
received the amount from
China without sharing any
other details about it. It would
add to the reserves which had
fallen to almost $3.9 billion in
recent weeks. Earlier, finance
minister Ishaq Dar said Pak-
istan had paid back $1 billion to
China last Monday against a
dueamountof $1.3 billionand
it was hoped that the amount
would be returned. Pakistan's
economy is tethering on the
verge of default as the IMF is
pushingthe countytoitslimits
to fulfill demands — which
Islamabad insists had been
already met — to provide the
remaining $2.5 billion out of a
bailout package of $6.5 billion
agreedin 2019.

The entire amount is
unlikely to be paid as the pro-
gramme is ending on June 30
but Pakistan is pushing for a
tranche of $1.1 billion as a
symbolic gesture of endorse-
ment of its policies by the
Washington-based fund.

Blinken on high-stake diplomatic trip to China

US SECRETARY OF State
Antony Blinken has embarked
on a high-stake diplomatic
trip to China to try to cool
down escalating tensions
between the two powers that
have set many around the
world on edge.

Blinken will be the high-
est-level American official to
visit China since President Joe
Biden took office,and the first
secretary of state to make the
trip in five years.Yet prospects
for any significant break-
through on the most vexing
issues facing the planet's two
largest economies are slim, as
already ties have grown

increasingly
recent years.

Animosity and recrimina-
tions have steadily escalated
overaseries of disagreements
that have implications for
global security and stability.
Blinken arrives in Beijing on
Sunday for two days of talks.
He expects to meet with Qin
on Sunday, Wang, and possi-
bly Chinese President Xi Jin-
ping on Monday,according to
US officials.

Biden and Chinese Presi-
dent Xi Jinping agreed to
Blinken's trip early at a meet-
ing last year in Bali. It came
within a day of happening in
February but was delayed by
the diplomatic and political
tumult brought on by the dis-

fraught in

covery of what the US says
was a Chinese spy balloon fly-
ing across the United States
thatwas shot down.Thelist of
disagreements and potential
conflict points is long: rang-
ing from trade with Taiwan,
human rights conditions in
Chinato Hong Kong,aswell as
the  Chinese  military
assertiveness in the South
China Sea to Russia's war
in Ukraine.

US officials said before
Blinken's departure from
Washington on Friday that he

would raise each of them,
thoughneither side hasshown
any inclination to back down
on their positions.

Shortly before leaving,
Blinken emphasised the
importance of the US
and China establishing and
maintaining better lines
of communication.

The USwants to make sure
“that the competition we
have with China doesn't veer
into conflict”due to avoidable
misunderstandings, he
told reporters.

ELON MUSK STRODE into the
Palazzo Chigi in central Rome
for a visit with Italian Prime
Minister Giorgia Meloni. Wine,
hugs and small talk were
exchanged over the course of
several long meetings, but the
billionaire refrained from mak-
ing any promises — or letting
anydetailsslipaboutwherehe’s
likely tolocate Tesla’s next Euro-
pean factory. Musk then trav-
elled to Paris to meet with
French President Emmanuel
Macron — their second ren-
dezvous in just over a month.
With billions at stake in poten-
tial investment, EU leaders are
jockeyingtowin overtheworld’s
richest man. France and Italy
aren’t his only suitors: Tesla is
also reportedly in talks about a
factoryin Spain.

While his meetings with
leaders fromacross the political
spectrum have focussed largely
on Tesla, another Musk com-
pany has loomed large in the
background: Twitter,whose col-
lapsing moderation standards
have endangered its future in
Europe.This charm offensive
also comes as Musk’s sole fac-
tory on the continent, outside
Berlin, has been ramping up
more slowly than anticipated
due to pushback from environ-
mental groups and Germany’s
copious red tape. These compli-
cations have led some to specu-
late that he’s shopping around
foramore favourablesite forhis
nextlocal plant.

While it’s unlikely he needs
one for Tesla’s existing product
lines,the companyisworkingon
a next generation of lower-cost
electricvehicles.

Musk’s top-level meetings
haven’t always gone smoothly.
In Italy, between discussions
about artificial intelligence and
the automotive sector, the
father of 10 voiced concerns to
Meloni about the country’s low
birthrate. In France, talk of a
prospective battery factory has
been shadowed by controversy
over Twitter. Just three weeks

ago, Macron’s minister for digi-
tal affairs warned that if the
social media giant did not com-

The clean-technologyincen-
tives in President Joe Biden’s
landmark climate bill, the Infla-
tion Reduction Act, are fuelling
concerns that Europe will fall
behindintheracetoattractpro-
duction of EVcomponents.Italy
hasstruggled to secure commit-
ments from large US tech
investors,and has held prelimi-
nary talks with Taiwan-based
companies to boost its chips
capabilities. Discussions with
Intel under former Prime Min-
ister Mario Draghi failed to
result in a deal, and Meloni’s
recently unveiled “Made in

Italy” approach is likely to raise
questions about why an Ameri-
can company should funnel
investmenttoa countryfocused
on prioritising domestic busi-
nesses.Macron, meanwhile, has
been trying to lure companies
like Twitter by branding Paris as
a tech hub. While he has criti-
cised Muskin the past forfailing
to protect kids on Twitter, the
men do have other matters to
discuss: Tesla has pledged to
purchase nickel from a strug-
gling state-supported plant in
New Caledonia, a French terri-
tory in the South Pacific, and
SpaceX has a deal to launch
satellites for the Paris-based
operator Eutelsat SA.More than
anything, Macron’s govern-
ment has said it wants to lure
Musk into building an electric-
carfactoryin France.The French
President is trying to make
northern France, formerly an
industrial stronghold,intoan EV
and battery-making hub.While

all
for
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Musk has not visited Spain on
official business, he was invited
lastyearby Socialist Prime Min-
ister Pedro Sanchezafter calling
on the Spanish government -
via a tweet — to increase its
investment in solar energy.
Localmediareported earlierthis
month that Tesla is in discus-
sions over building a battery
plant in the coastal region of
Valencia. Neither the govern-
ment nor the company have
confirmed or denied.Spain has
been seeking to expand its bat-
teryand electricvehicle produc-
tion capacity to help offset an
anticipated drop in combus-
tion-engine cars.

VW has announced plans to
build a $7.7 billion electric car
hub in Valencia.After meeting
with Macron last month and
sayinghehad been“impressed”
bytheleader, Musk promised to
invest in the country soon.

But on Friday, after meeting
again with Macron and being
interviewed onstage at a tech
event in Paris where he giggled
and spokeabout themeaning of
life, Musk stoppped short of
announcinganything concrete.
Asked about regulators’push for
content moderation on Twitter,
Musk appeared resigned and
indifferent. “There’s plenty of
regulators. Sure,” he said, dis-
missively. He later repeated
claims that Twitter has made
dramatic improvements to
moderation of content that’s
exploitative of children,contra-
dictingacademicresearch that’s
described the company as
having regressed. There was no
talk of his building a factory in
France, a possibility he and
Macron had discussed.Scrutiny
will be intense when Musk
speaks on French TV on
Mondayevening,asreported by
Le Parisien.

Musk has had little trouble
securing face time with world
leaders, be it in person or virtu-
ally.In just the last six months,
he’s met with Mongolia’s prime
minister, multiple central gov-
ernment officials in China and
the presidents of South Korea,
Mexico and Turkey.
